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 Kickball Rules

All rules will be per the WAKA rule book with the exception of the following.
· SPORTSMANSHIP, SPORTSMANSHIP – This is purely a recreational league and inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated from any player, team or spectator. Umpires along with the City of Brandon employees are to enforce a zero-tolerance policy. SHOULD someone be ejected from a game, that participant must leave the field site and sound within a reasonable time frame. Failure to do so will result in said participant’s team forfeiture of the game.
· TEAMS ARE RESPONSIBLE FOR THE ACTIONS OF THEIR FANS.  Therefore, if any fan or team cannot control their behavior (in the judgment of the umpire or Program Director) will result in a forfeit for said team.
· Regulation game last seven (7) innings or no more than 55 minutes. Any game called, due to weather, after 3 innings will be considered a complete game.  Any game called, due to weather, before 3 innings, the game will be rescheduled and will pick up where it left off. The batting line up must be the same, however if anyone in the batting line up is absent, there may be a maximum of 3 substitutes for said absent players.  Otherwise, the game will be called a forfeit. If a game is called after 3 innings is considered a regulation game.
· No new inning after 50 minutes. If an inning begins before the 50-minute mark, it may be completed in its entirety as long as it does not exceed 55 minutes. (Rule 7.04.)
· Teams are responsible for uniforms. Jerseys must match with pressed on numbers; otherwise, a forfeit will be declared.  There is no grace period on jerseys. 
· The city will provide game balls.
· Each batter will begin his/her at bat with a 0-0 count.
· 5-minute grace period for the first game only.  There may be extenuating circumstances for the beginning of each game, at this time the clock will start but play will not begin.
· 10 players must be fielded with a minimum number of 8.  Teams must field at least (minimum) 4 males and 4 females or (maximum) 5 males and 5 females. There must be more females than males, if number of females do not equal males. If you have 6 males and 4 females, then it is illegal. 6 females and 4 males is legal. Illegal lineup results in a forfeit. 
· Males and females must alternate in the batting order and in the field.  If this does not occur there will be an automatic out.  Females have the option to bunt.  A male kicker’s kicked ball must travel beyond the line (imaginary) running from first to third base across the pitching rubber.  Penalty will be a foul or an attempted run by the kicker at his own risk with being thrown or tagged out.
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Adult Kickball Rules

· Substitutes – In the field substitution may be freely made; however, if the substitution changes the batting line up the umpire and scorekeeper must be informed.
· If a forfeit occurs the umpire is not allowed to officiate the game. Once a game is called forfeit, it remains a forfeit.  If players begin to arrive after the forfeit is called the game stands as a forfeit.
· Run rules will be in effect for all games. 20 after 3 innings, 15 after 4 innings & 10 after 5 innings. 
· Home team is responsible for the keeping of the scorebook.  The score will be announced at the beginning of each inning.  In the event of a tie score at the end of the regulation game, the tie breaker rule will be in effect. Teams will have a maximum of 2 extra innings to break the tie. The kicking team will begin with a 3-2 count and place the last out on second base. In the event the score is still tied, the game will end in a tie.
· Pitching: bouncing is allowed but it must bounce at least twice before home plate.
· An OUT may occur by “strike outs” (strike zone is 1ft from any part of home plate excluding the front of home plate), touching player while in possession of the ball, tagging the bag while in possession of the ball (force out) or throwing the runner out.  If a thrown ball hits above the shoulders, the baserunner will be rewarded the base positioning for.  
· A foul ball is not considered a “strike”. 
· Jumping by a baserunner is only allowed while attempting to dodge a THROWN ball.
· If a kicked ball rolls past the foul line, before first or third base, the kick will result in a foul.
· The catcher must stay behind the kicker until the ball is kicked.
· Defense must line up behind the imaginary kicking line, running from first to third base across the pitching rubber.  

· A courtesy runner (batter w/ last out) is allowed in the event of an injury or injured person only.  Courtesy runners must be of the same gender as injured runner.
· An umpire’s judgment decisions may not be appealed.
· Rule interpretations – team captain must call time and ask the umpire. 
· If the game ends in a tie, the last out of the kicking team will be placed on 2nd base and the kick count will be 3-2.
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Adult Kickball Rules

· Umpires will not be followed off the field of play.  When an umpire walks away they may not be followed.  If a player follows an umpire off the field of play will result in a one game suspension for said player.  If an umpire approaches a player in a defensive manner said team is to contact the Program Director in writing within 24 hrs. of game.
· Ineligible players – All players playing with teams must be listed on the roster submitted to the Brandon Parks & Recreation Dept.  Each team must keep a copy of the roster that is submitted to the Parks & Recreation Dept., on hand at each game for verification if necessary.  However, it is the responsibility of the opposing team to protest an ineligible player.  If a protest is made, said player must show proof of identification.  If said player is illegal the game will result in a forfeit.
· If there is a protest, the protest must be made with the umpire before the next pitch is thrown, or if it is the last play of the game, it must be made before the umpire calls “game”.  The game will be played under protest & the Program Director will decide within 24 hours of the protest.
· If there is a protest, the protest, with a $100 protest fee, must be made with the umpire before the next pitch is thrown, or if it is the last play of the game it must be made before the umpire calls “game”.  The game will be played under protest & the Program Director will decide within 24 hours of the protest.  If protest is upheld the protest fee will be returned to protesting team.
· ALL GAMES WILL BE PLAYED THROUGH UNTIL THE END.  AT THAT TIME THE OUTCOME OF THE PROTEST(s) WILL BE DETERMINED. (See above rule)
· PLAYER EJECTION & DISBARMENT – player ejection will result in suspension of 1 game.  If said player is ejected at any time after returning to play, player will be suspended for the remaining of the season.  If ejection of second offense occurs during the last game of the season, player will be suspended for the next season in its entirety.
· It is the responsibility of the team to know the local league rules.
· It is the responsibility of the team to contact the Program Director prior to 4:00pm on the day of games if said team is unable to play.  If a team is a “no show” for a maximum of 2 games 
without contacting the Parks & Recreation Dept. by 4:00, said team will not be allowed to play in the Brandon Parks & Recreation League thereafter.  Said team will also FORFEIT the rest of the season games with NO REFUND of entry fee.
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Adult Kickball Rules

· INCLEMENT WEATHER DURING GAMES: IF AN UMPIRE OR PROGRAM DIRECTOR MUST CLEAR THE FIELDS AND THE DUGOUTS, DUE TO HAZARDOUS WEATHER ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST DO SO ACCORDINGLY.  IF ANY PARTICIPANT OR TEAM DOES NOT ADHERE TO THIS RULE, THE SAID TEAM WILL DECLARE THEIR GAME A FORFEIT.
Rain outs may be added on any other day if there are not any time slots available on nights games are originally scheduled. Game status information will be provided on our Facebook page, Brandon Parks and Recreation, and via email after 3:00PM on days with inclement weather.
